Tests: Tests will be given at the completion of a Chapter worth between 100 and 200 points.

Quizzes: There will be some topics in either a Chapter that requires a detailed evaluation worth between 5 and 50 points. Pop quizzes will only be necessary if the class has either failed to follow directions or requires an immediate evaluation of understanding of a concept.

Homework: Homework will be collected on designated days. Each assignment    will be worth between 5 and 30 points.

Class Work: Class Work, worth the same as homework, is work begun in class and collected before class is over. 

Group Work: Group Work is work completed and/or graded by teams or lab partners. All members are responsible for the work. This will be evaluated through assessments occurring while students are in teams.

Late Work: 10% will be deducted from an assignment grade for each day late for the week that the assignment was due. After that week the assignment WILL STILL BE COLLECTED, but is worth NO POINTS. 
Quarter Incomplete: ALL ASSIGNMENTS WILL BE TURNED IN PRIOR TO THE END OF A QUARTER. FAILURE TO DO SO WILL RESULT IN AN INCOMPLETE. INCOMPLETES ARE CONVERTED TO FAILURES TWO WEEKS AFTER THE QUARTER ENDS. YOU MUST TURN IN YOUR WORK!!!!!! 




TO PREPARE YOU FOR COLLEGE, YOU NEED TO GET USED TO DOING ALL ASSIGNED WORK TO COMPREHEND MATERIAL NOT JUST TO GET A GRADE.
Labs: You will work effectively in a lab group to complete a given experiment in the allotted amount of time. Each member of the group will complete data sheets and may be required to submit a formal lab report. Labs will be worth up to 50 points and reports are worth up to 30 points each.

Projects & Labs: Projects and Labs can be done with a partner unless otherwise stated. You are responsible for your project and your grade. Do Not ever say my partner didn’t do their part or that they are not present on either a due day or presentation day. 

Notebooks: All handouts, resources, homework, class work, lab sheets and reports will be kept neatly in a notebook. Notebooks will be checked quarterly.

Preparedness: Textbooks must be covered at all times. Textbooks not covered after the first week will result in point deduction each time it is found uncovered until the book is covered and students may be issued a detention. Material must be brought to class every day unless otherwise stated. 

Extra Credit: Extra Credit can be earned in only four ways:

1. Extra credit either questions or projects given to the entire class.

2. Test improvement points for team members.

3. Team activity points may be earned by participation and correctness of answers.

4. Pointing out errors (Text, Teacher, Fellow Student) in an adult fashion.

Make Ups: Require an excused absence. 

It is your responsibility to check the assignment list to see what work you missed and what was collected when you were absent. 

It is your responsibility to turn in make up work within the same number of days you were absent.

If something was due on the day of your absence it is due the day you return. I will not ask for it.

If you were absent on a lab day, you must either get the data from your lab partner and do the calculations and questions as if you had done the lab or attended Study Sessions to complete the lab.
