Rules & Regulations

1) Arrive to Study Hall on time. Tardies are defined by not being in your seat at the time of the tardy bell. One tardy is tolerated for each student. Any following tardy must be accompanied by an excuse from either a teacher or an administrator. For every tardy after the first that is not excused you will be assigned a 15-minute detention in room 210 after school on the next Tuesday or Thursday. If this behavior becomes habitual then you will be referred to the discipline office. 

2) You will be assigned a seat in Study Hall. This seat is to be your working environment. You are to come to class prepared to work each day. Sleeping is only allowed with parental written permission and telephone call confirmation. Talking will not be permitted unless otherwise given permission.

3) This is a period for students to study. The entire class period is to be spent working on academic efforts. This may involve research, review, preview, studying, writing and reading. At no time will a student be allowed to pursue nonacademic endeavors such as talking, playing games, or the like. It is up to the teacher's discretion to determine if an activity is permissible. 

4) Students that have not passed a section of the Proficiency Test will be rescheduled to take a Proficiency Preparation course during this Study Hall. 

5) Since time is to be spent studying there will be no hall passes. This includes restroom, drinking fountain and vending machine visits. All such activities must be concluded prior to the tardy bell. You will be allowed to retrieve work from teachers of other classes only if you bring a pass from that teacher to study hall first and then you will be excused. Restroom emergencies, lasting no longer than 4-minutes, can be traded for a 15-minute detention. 

6) There will be no food or drinks in room 206. Bottled water is the only drink permitted in any classroom during the school day. You may lose this privilege if you cannot control the use of the water and resulting need to use the restroom.

7) Any behavior contrary to that outlined above will be viewed as insubordination and dealt with according to school guidelines as stated in the rules and regulations of your student handbook. I will be the first line of action assigning detentions to curb this behavior. Thereafter, repeated problems will be sent by referral to the discipline office or may involve immediate removal.
